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8th Junior School Sketchbook Competition

What is the theme?
The theme is SUMMER EATING.

Can you give me ideas of things to sketch?

The inside of your kitchen or dining room.

Your patio / terrace / outside eating area.

A view from inside to outside, or vice versa.

Summer fruit or vegetables: peppers, asparagus, strawberries etc
A still life — an arrangement of food, bottles and other objects.
People eating (you will need to be quick!)

A barbeque or picnic

Colour and pattern is really important in this competition. Look at pictures by Matisse and Bonnard at
http://www.abcgallery.com/

For simplified still life look at William Scott at http://www.williamscott.org/

o For still life, and fairly abstract garden pictures search for Patrick Heron at http://www.tate.org.uk

What media should I use?

Anything you like, but in this competition most of your sketches should be in colour. Try:
o Coloured chalk pastels. Can be fixed with hairspray to stop smudging.

o Acrylic or poster paint.

o Watercolour. You could try it on top of fineliner or felt tip pen.

o Add torn paper or collage to part of a painting.

Three tips for a good sketchbook

1 Experiment. Try working with your ‘wrong’ hand, or doing a two minute sketch.

2. Stick source material into your sketchbook: digital photographs taken for inspiration, postcards of artists whose work
you have looked at etc. You can also add written notes.

3.  Avoid simply doing one sketch per page. Large sketches can be done across the fold. Small sketches often look
better if several are done on one page.

‘What sketchbook should I use?
Use your own sketchbook (not your school one). Your sketchbook can be any size, although we suggest about A4. Thicker
paper will be an advantage if you use paint. You cannot enter separate pictures on loose sheets of paper.

How many sketches should I do?
At least six, though winning entries are likely to have done more than this. You need to show that you have really explored
the theme, in several different ways.

Are there prizes?

o Every entry will earn a merit and most will gain a Head Teacher’s Award.
o Runners-up will receive a ‘Certificate of Commendation’.
o Prizes will be awarded in categories to include ‘Best New Entry’, “Most Improved Sketchbook’, ‘Best use of Mixed

Media’ and ‘Best Sketchbook’.

Should it all be my own work?
Yes. Your parents may help you set up a still life or think of ideas or materials to use. However,
everything in the sketchbook must be done by you.

Who can enter and what is the closing date?
Anyone in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 can enter. The closing date is Monday 9 June. Please
name your sketchbook, and bring it to Mr Roberts-Wray’s classroom.
