It is during the course of Year 5 that many pupils of primary schools consider which secondary school they will 
attend after year 6. For the vast majority of KEJS pupils, the transition to the Senior School is the obvious move, 
and many make that move very successfully. They settle in quickly, already having some knowledge of the site, 
the staff and facilities. New friendships form, effective work habits are established, and the children start to 
become more independent, taking more responsibility for themselves. 
 
On Monday 19th May, the Year 5 pupils are visiting the Senior school to sample some lessons, meet one or two 
of the teaching staff, and get a “feel” for the place. The current Year 6 pupils had a similar experience in 
November, and thoroughly enjoyed themselves.  
 
On the evening of Tuesday 20th May, we would like to invite you, the parents of the Year 5 children, to an 
interactive, and hopefully informative evening in the Senior School.
