FROM THE HEAD 
 
What an exciting week we have had!  The children and staff have all enjoyed a 
smashing activities day on Tuesday.  We had children go-karting in Cardiff, horse 
riding at Wellow Trekking Centre, ice-skating and bowling in Bristol, and 
paintballing at Hamburger Hill.
